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Abstract

The abstract must include sufficient information for readers to judge the nature and significance of the topic. It should summarize the objectives of the article, methodology, results and conclusions. In order to increase the visibility of the article, the abstract should reiterate key words and phrases while avoiding unnecessary repetition. The abstract will be written in Times New Roman 10 point, italic. It must have 100 to 200 words, space multiple at 1.15. Abbreviations will not be used in the abstract. Also, try to use only English characters in the abstract. Other characters, like special symbols, Greek alphabet letters, subscript and superscript styles, could not be included in the text-only on-line abstract. Do not cite references in the abstract.
Keyword: Four to seven keywords (words or expressions) that capture the essence of your paper should be listed in decreasing order of importance, ensuring consistency with the title and the abstract of the article. The keyword will be written in Times New Roman 10 point.
JEL Classification: The article should follow the Journal of Economic Literature classification system (JEL), in one or several categories. All relevant code(s) must be shown here. Click here for JEL classification The JEL Classification will be written in Times New Roman 10 point
I. Introduction (TNR 13 Bold)
Author name, affiliation and complete address are to be placed underneath the title. In case of multiple authorship of a submitted paper, the affiliation and complete address of each author must be specified. 

The introduction has to serve the acquintance of the reader with the content of the paper, reusing the key words defining the article in cause. It has to state the purpose of the article, and in the final part it will mention the problems/aspects to be treated further in the article. Prospective authors are invited to submit papers that fit within the scope of the journal. Papers should be written in English and submitted in final camera-ready form (for Romanian authors we ask to submit also the Romanian translation of the paper). All text has to be edited by using the styles defined in this document. We recommend to the authors to cite papers published in EJAFB and ISI journals.
II. Literature review (TNR 13 Bold, 10 pct before, 6 pct after)
Paper Body will be written in Times New Roman 11 point, justify. The article should be the result of a research in the area, corresponding to the specific topic of the journals’ issue. The structure of the paper should be clear and well ephasized by titles and subtitles placed in a logical sequence, according to the writing methodology of the scientific papers. In order to allow the readers to understand better the work of the authors, the following structure of the paper will be used: Review of the scientific literature, Research methodology; Results and discussion. The introduction should briefly place the study in a broad context and highlight why it is important. It should define the purpose of the work and its significance. The current state of the research field should be reviewed carefully and key publications cited. Please highlight controversial and diverging hypotheses when necessary. Finally, briefly mention the main aim of the work and highlight the principal conclusions. As far as possible, please keep the introduction comprehensible to scientists outside your particular field of research.

Do not use space; the spacing of the sections is determined by indentations and spacing. In order to be accepted the article must comply with all the editing and formatting conditions according to the template provided.
Observation: The bibliography list must comprise only the papers that were referred to in the text, alphabetically ordered after the first author's or editor's surname. Please note that the references at the end of this document are in the preferred referencing style. Give all authors’ names; do not use “et al.” unless there are six authors or more. Use a space after authors’ initials.  Capitalize only the first word in a paper title, except for proper nouns and element symbols. You must use APA standard for citations (https://www.google.ro/search?q=apa+citation+style). Each section must be arranged in alphabetical order.

At least 15 quality references should be cited. References should be broken down as follows:
